Appeal b Cyclone Victims

Recent estimates of victims killed by Cyclone Nargis reached 100,000 and up to a million
survivors have been left homeless. Villages have been wiped out in the most affected
area, the Irrawaddy delta, with many survivors struggling to find much needed food and
water 6 days after the cyclone struck last Saturday.

Whilst many countries have offered help, the process of getting into the country has been
very slow. It is unclear how supplies are getting in and how soon these supplies are able
to reach the survivors in the villages, many of which are still under water.

In an interview with the Anglican Media Melbourne (08 May), the Reverend John Deane,
ABMOs Executive Director, said Qit is impossible to get relief to the areas that need it, or
even simply estimate the scale of devastation. Water will be the immediate priority for
many, with clean water being shipped in, but the water lying around has its own hazards,
harbouring mosquitoes carrying Malaria and Dengue Fever, and leaving behind brackish
and polluted silt. The rate of HIV/AIDS in Myanmar is high, and people who already have
compromised health will be especially vulnerable to dirty water diseases such as cholera
and dysentery.O
